Approval of Minutes — The minutes for March 9, 2022 meeting were approved.
Chancellor’s Remarks/Updates
e LACCD received $369 million from HEERF, 40% of resource aid has been distributed to students to
bridge the gap between economic stability and academic support. The Colleges received an extension
to June 2023 to use the reminding HEERFS funds. More college presentations on the expenses and
future plans for these funds will occur at the Budget Finance Committee meeting on May 18, 2022.
o LACCD received $6M in one-time federal earmark funds
o LACC received $975,000 earmark for student basic needs
o to support Biotechnology programs at LA Valley College and LA Mission College;
o to establish and expand Allied Health Hub at East LA College at the South Gate Center
o assist in paying for Metro transportation passes for all LACCD students.
o to establish a family resource center at LA Southwest College
e [LACCD has re-designed the websites on all colleges that include a branding element that retains the
individual campus culture identity and colors with improvements in the approach to facilitating,
attracting, and increasing enrollment and retaining students.
e By Fall 0f 2022, LACCD will have hired up to 100 new full-time tenure track faculty. $8.9 million
was received for this additional faculty support.
e Masking and vaccination requirements will be amended on June 12, 2022. Vaccination requirements
apply to LACCD staft only.
e The graduations will be conducted on June 6, 2022.

311 Report (Gordon)
e A handout titled 2021-22 Projected Ending Balance was distributed and discussed, which shows a
projected ending balance of $167.6m (22.8%).
e The State chancellor’s office recommends an ending balance equal to 2 months of expenditures. That
equates roughly to 16% for LACCD.
