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In accordance with the Board Rules and Administrative Regulations which require the Chancellor to delegate to the College Presidents the authority to negotiate, draft and sign

agreements on behalf of their respective colleges, the college presidents are authorized to actively seek District agreements or partnerships for their college with outside individuals, agencies and/or organizations.  However, prior to entering into a formal agreement and/or partnership, the following requirements must be met:


1.
all District rules, regulations and procedures with respect to legal and fiscal constraints must be satisfied;


2.
if such proposed agreement and/or partnership may have implications that extend beyond the college, the college president must consult with the Chancellor prior to formalizing any agreement and/or partnership with the outside individuals, agencies and/or organizations; and


3.
all agreements over $250,000 must be reviewed by the Chancellor or his/her designee prior to placement on the Board agenda for approval.
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
