5. Old Business:

· Provisional Equivalency update-.  David Beaulieu led a discussion on the revisions to the current Provisional Equivalency form. The subcommittee has been working on the revision of this document during the fall semester.  One major change to the document clarifies who should sit on the committee to approve the Provisional Equivalency. Also improved is the clarifying statement that the committee strongly feels the candidate will likely be approved through the DAS equivalency process. A section on the form was created to better clarify that the Provisional Equivalency is temporary. The applicant will be required to sign this section indicating an understanding that a DAS Equivalency application must be filed with the DAS   within 10 days.  This requirement was not clearly stated on the current form, causing confusion that resulted in few if any DAS equivalency applications being filed. Since candidates are not directly involved during the process of a Provisional Equivalency, this requirement often was overlooked or misunderstood.  

·  QTOP’s and MQ’s- Kathleen led a discussion on the QTOP table revisions. The DCC and a subcommittee comprised of  John Clerx, Sue Carleo, David, Kathleen and Karen Daar have been working on the revision of the QTOP.  Once the revisions have been completed and “aired” throughout the district, QTOP’s will be used in place of TOP Codes.QTOP’s appear to be more closely align with state minimum qualification discipline titles One of the problems has been Often
