5. Old Business:

· Provisional Equivalency update-draft form-the chair distributed a draft revision of the current provisional equivalency form and asked the committee to review and send edits.

· Feedback on Feb. 22 District Discipline Day-K. Bimber, Chair provided an update on the District Discipline Day.  Approximately 100 participants attended the event and the feeling from most was that it was very successful. The Speech District Discipline was a shinning example of the successful day.  This event was the first time in many years that the committee has met.  They elected a chair and set the first official meeting date. Most attendees felt the activities were relevant and expressed appreciation for the time to gather to discuss common problems. Some discussions included how to best support student success within the context of their discipline and faculty shared some wonderful best practices with each other.  A few people expressed disappointment that more of the disciplines could not attend the event.  The chair informed the committee more District Discipline Days will be planned to continue the good work begun.

· ASCCC Discipline List Revision Process-K. Bimber distributed handouts from the State Academic Senate outlining the procedure to make suggested revisions to the state minimum qualifications for a discipline. The process is beginning now and will complete in two years.  K. Bimber asked the committee to please disseminate this information with their campuses and encourage disciplines to make the revisions to their minimum qualifications if they are experiencing problems hiring faculty.

· 2008 State Minimum Qualifications-K. Bimber distributed the new State Minimum Qualification packet to all members and encouraged them to share this document with department chairs and other interested faculty.  Kathleen will email an electronic copy for distribution campus wide.
