1. Attendance:E. Atondo, PIERCE;  J. Babb, TRADE; S. Berger, VALLEY; D. Beaulieu, DAS President; K. Bimber, DAS VP and DCC Chair, Judy Chow, WEST; B. Kimble, Dean Educational Support Services; L. 2. Welcome and Approval of the Agenda-Chair, K. Bimber began the meeting at 12:40 pm. The agenda was amended with one addition-Sustainability update-G. Leddy
3. Approval July 16, 2010 Minutes. The minutes were reviewed and approved with no changes-msp.
4. Announcements/dates-the following DCC 2010-2011 dates were reviewed and approved with one change from Nov. 12 to the 19th:  Sept. 10, Oct. 15, Nov. 19, Dec. 10, Jan. 14, Feb. 11, Mar. 11, Apr. 8, May 13, June. 10.

5. FYI-Approved BR + E-Regs-Chair, K. Bimber distributed a list of approved Board Rules to the committee and asked if they would like her to continue to provide this information.  The committee felt receiving the Board report with approval dates would provide a means to track DCC progress on these items. B. Kimble said she would research the status of the E-Regs and Board Rules.


Old Business:

1. 2010-2011 Curriculum Posting Schedule-B. Kimble presented the final version of the Curriculum Posting Schedule as amended from the last DCC meeting.  The schedule was moved, seconded and passed unanimously.
2. ESL/E.S.L. Course Title Corrections-S. Wardinski updated the committee on progress made toward encouraging the ESL District Discipline Committee (ESLDDC) to review and approved the corrections identified at East.  S. Wardinski will contact Nancy Sanders and get back to the committee.
New Business:

1. Sustainability-George Leddy updated the committee on progress made working with faculty across the district to develop/align coursework/programs in Environmental Studies, Environmental Science and Environmental Technology. As defined in the revised Taxonomy of Programs 2009, the new discipline would contain only three TOP codes: 0301.00 ―Environmental Science (transfer programs that emphasize the natural sciences), 0302.00 ―Environmental Studies (transfer programs that emphasize social sciences and public policy issues), and 0303.00 ―Environmental Technology (vocational programs that prepare for a range of environmental management and pollution control jobs). K. Bimber asked Curriculum Chairs to  guide faculty interested in creating new courses/programs so content fits into one of the three TOP Codes. Using the new state TOP Codes as a guide for new course/program development may reduce confusion to students and feeder CSU/UC’s.   Leddy scheduled a small planning meeting, August 17th to discuss best practices for forming a District Discipline Committee that will provide support to this new curriculum.  Since many courses are offered in several disciplines, this committee will need to be composed differently than the traditional District Discipline Committee. 
2. Stand Alone Training Certification-K. Bimber reminded Curriculum Chairs that the Stand Alone Certification is due to the state by September 30th.   Kimble reminded chairs to send them to her after the President and Vice President have signed the certification.
3.  Repeatability-S. Berger provided an explanation to Curriculum Chairs on guidelines for credit course repetition.  Three criteria were discussed-repetition of the courses because it is necessary for a student to meet legally mandated training requirement, the content of the course differs each time it is offered, and the course is an activity course in which the student meets course objectives by repeating similar primary education activity and gains and expanded educational experience each time it is repeated. Also discussed were activity courses in visual and performing arts areas that are part of a sequence of transfer courses, which may be repeated three times per course.
4.  Transfer Degree update--K. Bimber distributed the Chancellor’s Office Fact Sheet on SB 1440.  E. Atondo explained the intent of the transfer degree and provide some possible sample degrees to provide an idea of how this transfer degree differs from our college Plan A.  It was noted that the Plan A degree is not a true transfer degree.  The new transfer degree referenced in SB 1440 uses CSU Certification as the base with 18 units in the major.  The intent of the bill is to encourage Community Colleges to enter into a dialog with their feeder CSU’s to develop the requirements for the major.  Also strongly encouraged is the use of ASSIT.org to identify lower division major requirements as a beginning for the major requirements. There was some discussion and concerns that this new transfer degree could impact our existing Plan A degrees, in that students would opt to take the transfer degree instead.  K. Bimber said if this is a concern, the discipline might want to create a transfer degree in that discipline.  Atondo cautioned that campuses should strongly considered working within District Discipline Committees so that students have the same or similar degree within the discipline across the district.  This facilitates the needs of our students and reduces barriers to graduation and transfer. Bimber asked Curriculum Chairs to begin discussing SB 1440 on campus and inform faculty on the difference between a transfer degree and Plan A.  Bimber felt some faculty are confused about Plan A and believe it is a transfer degree.  She also mentioned she has seen it posted in college catalogs as a transfer degree.  
5. ECD Update During Transition-S. Berger distributed a report on ECD usage per campus.  The committee expressed concern that problems reported are not responded to in a timely manner.  K. Bimber mentioned we should call for an ECD Steering Committee meeting once the new Vice Chancellor, Yasmin Delahoussay begins September 1st.  B. Kimble said she will talk to Victor Flores about the response time to see if it can be improved. 
6.  Adjourn-the meeting adjourned at 3:35 pm.
