1. Attendance: E. Atondo; PIERCE, J. Babb, TRADE; D. Beaulieu, DAS President  S. Berger, VALLEY; K. Bimber, DAS VP and DCC Chair, Judy Chow, WEST; Y. Delahoussaye, VC Educational Services;B. Kimble, Dean Educational Support Services; L. McKenzie, HARBOR; Said Pazirandeh, MISSION; Maria Reisch, CITY; Steve Wardinski, EAST. Guest: J. Zayac
2. Welcome and Approval of the Agenda-the chair opened the meeting at 12:50 p.m. The agenda was approved as presented.
3. Approval November 19, 2010 Minutes.-tabled until the December meeting.
4. DCC 2010-2011 dates- Jan. 14, Feb. 11, Mar. 11, Apr. 8, May 13, June. 10.  The meeting will begin at 1 pm instead of 12:30 to accommodate the morning schedule obligation of some representatives.
Old Business:

1. ECD Update –S. Berger updated committee members on the ECD system.  
a. The transition to the District Office was finalized today. Berger thanked the chairs for their assistance to faculty on their campuses. Often many of the problems reported are due to the user’s lack of experience on ECD and the chair’s guidance on these issues frees IT staff to fix actual problems. 
b. Berger asked faculty to go into” Find a Course,” and get a list of all your courses.  Berger advised chairs to compare this list with the college catalog and archive courses that are no longer active.
c.  L. McKenzie asked why modules pop in the system that the college does not have.  Berger said if one campus has a module it might have gotten turned on for their campus. To archive courses just send the excel spreadsheet to Bobbi.
New Issues: 

a. Non-credit-Berger reminded chairs that we still need to use the paper format until the noncredit ECD outline is completed. 

b. Routing: Victor Flores would like to re-evaluate how this can be improved.
c. Quality Assurance: Berger asked for volunteers to test the system during a test week. IT will try to set it up so we can test from home in January. Maria, Elizabeth, Judy, and Kathleen and Karen Daar (volunteered by Sheri, Lauren and Steve!).  volunteered to help during test week. 
d. The regular scheduled meeting of the ECD steering committee is the third Thursday of the month.

2. Transfer Degree feedback from campuses-Call for faculty discipline representatives: K. Bimber reminded chairs to forward to faculty the information sent to them by email on the Southern California DIG meeting in Irvine. Faculty representatives from the following disciplines are needed to review C-ID descriptions: Business, Management, Marketing, Accounting, Studio Art, English, Economics, Computer Systems, Information Systems, Political Science, Music, Math and teacher Prep/Liberal Studies.  18 units impact study: D. Beaulieu explained that he and Elizabeth presented a resolution at the Fall ASCCC Plenary Session requesting the executive committee to conduct a study on the 18 units requirement for the SB 1440 transfer degree. Beaulieu said the resolution did not pass but it felt it is important to follow through on a study to identify whether this requirement impacts student transfers.
3. E-103 draft changes–Y. Delahoussaye presented a draft of E-103 for committee review.  It was decided that the section on definition needs to stay in. The title of the E-Reg needs to change to say “Repeatable Courses.” We need to break out definitions of activity courses and non-activity courses. All three areas need to be included: 1) Necessary to for a student to meet a legally mandated training, 2) Activity course, 3) Content of the course differs each time it is offered. Each area needed to include examples that will help guide faculty and administrators. We need to use language from section 55041 and add a procedure for petitions.   Y. Delahoussaye will revise the document and bring it to the January meeting.
4. BR 6201-Associate Degree edits-E. Atondo presented possible changes to the board rule.  6201.13 Residency Requirement-the committee voted to not remove the section “and attendance at the college during the semester in which the requirements are completed.” In addition, the committee agreed the subsections are confusing as currently written.  Elizabeth will go back and re-order for clarity and bring the document back to the January meeting.
5. E-66-Guidelines for CSU GE Cert-E-Campus feedback on striking #3-The committee voted to keep in the last statement but with the following change: “Colleges may establish additional guidelines.” (M.S.P.one abstention, one “No”)
6. 30 units limit Basic Skills-K. Bimber distributed a letter shared by S. Berger from the Chancellor’s Office regarding the 30 unit limit and ESL courses. J. Clerx asked for clarification on the 30 unit limit for basic skills and the District Curriculum Committee’s has been waiting for the result since last fall.
New Business:

1. E-XXX SB 1440 Policies and Practices draft-E. Atondo presented a draft of a new E-reg. The committee decided to table the draft until the state procedures are worked out. 
2. Noncredit Physical Education/Dance-SACC will send back any new noncredit courses for P.E. and Dance. 

3. Math DDC and Common Assessment-D. Beaulieu shared progress made by the Math District Discipline on choosing a common assessment tool.  The MDC voted unanimously to recommend the adoption of MDTP by all nine colleges, given that it now has a computer version. The recommendation was contingent on the district paying for any additional expenses as a result of the shift to a common test. Their recommendation will now go to the nine Math departments for their response.

4. Verifying Student eligibility for Repeatable courses-S. Pazirandeh asked how campuses can verify students are not repeating courses beyond the legal number of repeats. S. Berger stated that our system today cannot verify this but the new SIS system should be able to track this.
5. Adjourn-the meeting adjourned at 3:30 p.m.
