· Social Studies disciplines- The committee review the list of disciplines identified as Social Studies disciplines.  This list will be used by the Human Resource Department to identify whether an instructor meets the noncredit basic skills minimum qualifications under social studies.  The following disciplines were identified: Social Sciences/Community Development & Planning/Public Services & Administration/Community Organization & Management, Women’s Studies, Anthropology, Archaeology, Ethnic Studies (Chicano Studies, Asian American Studies and Afro-American Studies), Economics, History/American Studies, Geography, Political Sciences, Sociology/Social Work Social Science Technology, Gerontology, International Studies.

Humanities Alternate Titles-K. Bimber distributed a list of possible disciplines that could meet the state minimum qualifications for teaching in the discipline of Humanities.  K. Bimber asked the committee to meet with the Humanities instructors on their campus to obtain revisions to this list.
