1. Attendance: E. Atondo; PIERCE, J. Babb, TRADE;  D. Beaulieu, DAS President, S. Berger, VALLEY; K. Bimber, DAS VP and DCC Chair, Judy Chow, WEST; Y. Delahoussaye, VC Educational Services. B. 2. Welcome and Approval of the Agenda- K. Bimber, Chair began the meeting at 2 pm. The agenda was approved as presented. 
3. Approval February 11, 2011 Minutes- The minutes were reviewed and moved, seconded and approved as presented.

4. DCC 2010-2011 dates- Apr. 8, May 13, June. 10.  The May 13th meeting was changed to May 6th.

Old Business:

1. BR 6201.00-draft-E. Atondo and B. Kimble presented the BR 6201.00 draft with the requested changes from the last meeting. Non-substantive grammar changes were suggested. The Board Rule will be placed on the next DCC agenda as an action item.
2. E-103 draft changes–Y. Delahoussaye presented the draft to the committee. S. Wardinski presented the draft statement for the content section of the E-Reg.  S. Berger will send a revised statement to Y. Delahoussaye to include in the content section of E-103, based on Wardinski’s presentation to the committee. 
3. 6701.20 draft progress update-Y. Delahoussaye/B. Kimble presented the draft BR 6701.20 to the committee for review and comment.  S. Berger commented that item number two should have its own section and that the Title 5 language for recency should be referred to. The committee discussed whether to remove the reference to extenuation circumstances. It was suggested to add an item number six for activity courses. Number 5d needed more clarification.  S. Berger volunteered to fix this section and send it to Delahoussaye. B 6701.20 will be noticed at the April meeting.
4. Update on P.E./Kinesiology-B. Kimble distributed a memo outlining the progress completed toward changing the P.E. subject name to Kinesiology. Kimble said she met with G. Honjio and two other members of the P.E. district discipline committee to confirm the following: P.E. will become KIN MAJ (15 hour load), PHYS ED will become KIN (18 hour load) and PHYS ED will become KIN ATH (18 hour load).  The target for these changes is Fall 2010.  The P.E. District Discipline Committee (PEDDC) will review the final list of courses identified for each subject. Superfluous courses will be archived and the list will identify from what subject name to which new subject name.  This list will be posted in accordance with E-65 for 20 days.  B. Kimble will notify Joanne Waddell of the proposed new subject names and loads so they may be included in the contract. K. Bimber will address the MQs if needed at that point. At the end of the 20 day airing all new courses will be put into the system with an effective date of Fall 2010. An end date of August 2012 will be put on all existing PHYS ED courses and will be inactive after that date. Colleges who had a course under the old subject name and number will be assigned an active version of that course with the new subject name and number. Each course will need to go through the college campus approval process. The Dance District Discipline Committee is undertaking its’ own consultation about dance content courses which are still located in the PYS ED discipline. 
New Business:

1. Catalog Changes-AA-T & AS-T-K. Bimber distributed suggested language campuses can use in the catalog regarding SB 1440 and the transfer model curriculum. 
2. ECD Decisions and Grading Method-M. Reisch asked if the DCC Chairs can be notified whenever a change to ECD goes into effect. S. Berger will talk to Johnny Berella to determine if there is a way to notify chairs when a change goes into effect.

3. PRAP Table-S. Berger reminded chairs to clean up any errors in the PRAP Table.  Chairs should review the list and if they find discrepancies they should clean it up.  B. Kimble asked the Chairs to wait until April as she is working on this. When completed, she will send a list of what is posted at the state to each chair.  Any errors should be rectified at the state. 
4. Inactivating courses- S. Berger reminded chairs to use the 580 (credit) or the 480 (noncredit) to inactivate courses.  Joe Darrin mentioned in a webinar that it is better to inactivate a course then to delete. A signature page is not needed. In addition, there are still some duplicates due to the MIS upload for the CB 21 project.  B. Kimble will check with MIS to see what this wasn’t corrected.   

5. Programming changes for TMC degrees- B. Kimble distributed an update on how the new AA-T and AS-T will be programmed into the DEC and Protocol.  

6. Protocol start semesters-B. Kimble clarified that when a start date comes due, it will automatically become active.  Kimble will re-send the Protocol start date spreadsheet.
7. Adjourn-the meeting adjourned at 4:35 PM.
