1. 2. Welcome and Approval of the Agenda-The Chair welcomed the committee and moved to approved the agenda as presented.
3. Approval April 8, 2011 Minutes.-the minutes were moved, seconded and passed with two corrections-change title from agenda to minutes and delete “o” from item #1 under new business second line.

4.  DCC 2010-2011 dates- June. 10.  

Old Business:

1. 30 Unit Limit-legal option-K. Bimber updated the committee on ramifications of the legal opinion requested last year by John Clerx, regarding the 30 unit limit and whether ESL was exempt from this limitation.  As the committee was informed in January, the state ruled that ESL was not exempt from the limitation.  The State Academic Senate was very upset to learn of the LACCD legal opinion request, and stated we should have approached them first before going to the state.  DCC committee members did in fact approach the ASCCC and their interpretation was brought to DCC.  However, John Clerx was uncomfortable with this interpretation and requested a formal legal opinion from the state. As a result of the legal opinion by the state, ESL has been legally recognized as part of the 30 unit limitation.  Mark Wade Lieu, Basic Skills/ESL Chancellor’s Office, said they are working on a legislative change to reverse this decision.  In the meantime, he recommends students take all basic skills coursework of any kind before leaving the ESL program.  Current language states that as long as a student is enrolled in an ESL course, he/she is exempt from this 30 unit limitation.

2. E-103 draft changes–The draft changes were presented to the committee and it was moved, seconded and passed unanimously and will be brought forward as an action item at the May 12th DAS meeting.
3. 6701.20-final draft changes were presented to the committee. It was moved seconded and passed unanimously and will be brought forward as an action item at the May 12th DAS meeting.
4.  ECD Update-S. Berger stressed the importance of having accurate data in ECD before moving over to the new SIS system. Cloning courses have presented a problem recently. When a campus clones a course, the course at the originating campus disappears. The campus cloning a course ends up taking the course rather than copying. S. Berger would like a list of courses recently cloned at each campus so she can check to see if it still exists at the originating campus and if not, to rectify the matter. The committee was asked to cease cloning courses until this glitch can be fixed. Berger also updated the committee on progress toward getting the noncredit course outline into ECD. It has been delayed as Allison Tom-Miur has been on vacation but she is back now and will meet with the subcommittee working on this project. Berger also discussed the course change process stating it would be ideal if the request could be transmitted directly through ECD in a manner that works for the District Office who has to enter in the information.  However, at this point, transmitting through ECD has not been successful. At this point chairs need to send it by email.
5. Standard Protocol Start Semester Dates-K. Bimber began a discussion on a request from the Scheduling Deans to implement course changes to district-wide attributes once a year, rather than the next available semester as stated in E-64.  Currently, E-64 allows changes involving district attributes to be effective in the next available semester. Bimber felt the request by the Scheduling Deans violates E-64. Any changes to E-64 must come through DCC.  D. Beaulieu said curriculum cannot be slowed down any more than it is and the Scheduling Deans must be told it is imperative to allow the regulation to stand as approved with changes allowed in the next available semester. Beaulieu asked Yasmin Delahoussaye to speak to the scheduling deans about DCC’s concerns.
New Business:

1. Regional Curriculum Meeting-K.Bimber updated the committee on the Transfer Model Curriculum.  Sample TMCs are available at cccco.edu/1440. Atondo mentioned that the CSU Math has not been posted as of yet.  Regional degrees are ready for Sociology, Psychology and Communication. 
2. 6201.13-Residency Requirement-add to first line the following (in italics): Completion of at least 12 units (of which 6 units must be completed in the major), of work in residence and attendance at the college during the semester in which the requirements are completed. This change will be noticed at the May 12th DAS meeting.
3. Course Substitutions and Residency- S. Berger lead a discussion on what a course substitution means.  Currently there is not district policy on course substitution.  The committee felt course substitution was not a curriculum issue but more of a matriculation concern.
4. Courses Proposed for Cross-Listing Process-E-65 revision- K. Bimber presented a draft document with changes to the Cross-listing procedure. Berger volunteered to revise the draft for clarity for the next meeting
