Eminence Criteria-discussion centered on the following:

· Identify appropriate criteria that can be used to determine eminence.  It was also discussed that coming up with specific criteria would be very difficult as it would be different for various disciplines.  Music would look very different from someone applying for eminence as a Tailor.  It was also mentioned that EPAC should rely on the expertise of a discipline to evaluate whether materials submitted as evidence of eminence meet the test of national or state recognition.

· Require a BA as a minimum for non-master disciplines.  Several members thought policy would exclude some very talented people that bring the industry expertise to students, especially for campuses with high trade programs.
