Open Session

It was a short, uneventful meeting. The main discussion centered on the continued struggles in getting City College's Van de Kamp (Atwater) center built.  The Board item approving the easement was tabled because the City of Los Angeles agreement with the BOT insisted on reducing the number of classes offered between 4:00 and 6:00 PM to just eleven, in an attempt to mitigate traffic issues.  After 6:00 there is no limit.  The Board also questioned LACC on the budget and construction schedule there, insisting that things get moving. On the other hand, they tabled the last motion on the easement because they wanted City to try to get the eleven class limit removed. 

Of course, Duke Russell did his usual protest and request that the Board get rid of the driving range at LACC through eminent domain.  He got a little upset when several of the Board members were talking during his speech.

That was about it except for the passing of all the board items, with the exception of City's easement request.
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
