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CCC Districts and colleges should be aware that these CCC CalWORKs and TANF funds are:

1. Categorical in nature and therefore can be used only for the purposes described in the enacting legislation and budget.

The purpose of CalWORKs program at the California Community Colleges is to assist welfare recipient students, and those in transition off of welfare to achieve long-term self-sufficiency through coordinated student services offered at community colleges.  CCC CalWORKs funds are to be used for CCC CalWORKs services.

CCC CalWORKs Services include:

Work-study, 

job placement, 

childcare, 

coordination (advocacy and provision, for and to services)

curriculum development and redesign, and 

 (Under certain conditions, post-employment skills training, and instructional services are considered CalWORKs services)

TANF funds may be used for additional fixed, variable and one-time costs for providing support services and instruction for CalWORKs students.

2. The funds are restricted from uses other than for these purposes and for these students.  To do otherwise is a misuse of public funds. 

Nonfederal funds have been budgeted to meet the state’s Temporary Assistance for Needy Families maintenance of effort requirement pursuant to the federal Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996 (Public Law 104193) and may not be expended in any way that would cause their disqualification as a federally allowable maintenance of effort expenditure
3. Who is a CalWORKs Student?

· On-cash-aid themselves (TANF)

· In good standing with social services (not sanctioned)

· In good academic standing 

Colleges may set a minimum number of attempted instructional units or other service section eligibility if desired.

4.
Record Keeping:  College CalWORKs Programs are required to maintain a file or record of the students served and the services delivered.  Records should be maintained for three years after services are delivered.
