Approval of Minutes
The final November meeting minutes were provided in packet.
Vice Chancellor’s Report
Marvin Martinez, Vice Chancellor and Chito Cajayon, Dean EWD
Marvin described the Community College Stabilization Fund Bill, HR 4196, which will provide funding for the hiring of new faculty and counselors at community colleges. Copies of the congressional document were distributed.
$750 million would be provided to colleges to maintain existing or new, 18 month grant. The grants are to Community Colleges and Career and Technical Colleges. The fund is Fast Track- not new dollars from the government, but TARP funds. The President is expected to sign the bill in February 2010. The amount for each state will depend on the unemployment rates, and the unmet demand for access to colleges. The City of LA has a 14% unemployment rate.  There is talk about including language in the bill that would limit the amount that states can keep. Scott Lay will be in Washington to support the bill. He is looking for feedback from the field on language for the bill. 

Marvin and Chito described Nursing grants from the US Dept of Health and Human Services, but they are due December 22. 
A pamphlet was distributed on the Nursing Workforce Diversity Program of the US Dept of HHS, Health Resources and Services Administration.  See www.hrsa.gov/grants for more information.

He also discussed the National Science Foundation (NSF) Grants. Dr. Victor Griego is the coordinator. They have many grant opportunities especially for diverse students who are studying science, technology, engineering and math (STEM) areas.   The flyers for these programs were passed around. Diane will send them out after scanning.

Plant Process Technology program that will be Southwest is planning four CSIT certificates, 
Pierce is preparing new programs in Cinematography, three certificates in Automotive Technology; City is preparing four new non credit green courses. There discussion about the time delay in getting non credit courses approved. Leticia mentioned that it was around nine months now. City has received approval from the state for the courses.

West LA has approval of 5 non credit certificates from the state for In Home Supportive Services. The Dental Assisting program and Child Development program certificates at will be brought to this group in the near future.
West, Trade and Southwest discussed bringing the Medical Assisting Program together for approval.

Leticia discussed Trade’s position on the new Heavy Equipment Maintenance program that Rio Hondo will have on the next LOWDL agenda for approval. The concern was the characterization of Trade’s program in the application text, as well as the TOP Code and other details. Leticia will discuss this with the dean at Rio Hondo to clear up any confusion. She will send information to all before the LOWDL meeting. 

The East Paralegal Studies program to be approved will offer some courses on line. Also they are maintaining the library. Renee talked about the idea of sharing the library with other colleges that also have the program, since it is necessary to have a library for the accreditation. All thought this was a good idea.

Fred Aves Scholarship Update
Marvin gave an update on the current changes in the distribution process for the scholarships.

The CA Community Foundation director in charge of this scholarship would like more information so that they have more data from students. The CCF is looking for more accountability, more data, more detail on how scholarships are being used to improve areas as needed. 
Consequently, as it stands now, City, East, Pierce, Valley colleges will work directly with their College Foundations on processing scholarships and gathering reporting data.

Harbor, Mission, Southwest, Trade, and West will follow the same process as in previous years: Felice (the District Foundation, Rix Bradford, Associates,) will process scholarships and forward to colleges. The District WFD office will collect the names from these colleges, and Felice will send the checks to the deans or their designees.
The latest criteria as stated by the CC F is:  No age limits, 3.0 GPA, community involvement, CTE student, struggling with financial costs, and attention will be given to AB 540 students, and students who were Foster Youth. As before, Recipients need to notify Financial Aid of their award.
Review/Update Green Programs List
Master list form State website under “What’s New,” created by COE throughout State.  Diane asked group to review and provide feedback for revisions or corrections.
Best Practices- Perkins 1C distribution process to college programs
Madeline Drake, representing City College CTE, provided handouts on her college’s process. It included the selection criteria resulting in a priority funding list.  

Laura Ramirez of East explained that all funding requests and proposals are due during the Program Review Annual update.  Proposals are reviewed by committee and ranked based on criteria; recommendations are made to the VP for final approval. She also explained the follow-up documents and process. A flat amount for DSPS funding is taken “off the top” before the distribution process.
Cathy Brinkman, of LA Mission, provided handouts of samples and the process at El Camino College including guidelines and sample proposal request.  The Allocated funds Across CTE Programs before determining program allocation.  There is an Advisory Committee which reviews proposals and provides recommendations to the VP for more discussions.  The Cabinet had final vote and approval.  She also explained the allocation of partial funding for some proposals.

Perkins Budget Report

SAP Budget report printouts were included in the meeting packets.  Diane reminded deans to go over the accounts to make sure that the allocations are in the correct accounts.  Diane reminded the group to follow all expenditure guidelines and the use of funds outlined in their plans.  Send any questions or comments to Diane for follow up.

CalWORKs Update

Revised State allocation formula: $125,000 base for each college plus per student served (about $1,000 total per ST), pending state approval.  Previous formula used a protection consisting on a percentage (ex. 90, 80, 70%) of previous year allocation plus per student served.

There was 36% statewide cut to program.

Budget plans due to State on December 23.  Laureano needs them by Dec 14 to get required signatures from District and County.  Program plans also due Dec 18.

On January 2010, there will be $6.25 Million from federal funds available for work-study statewide; pending allocations from state CO to districts. No matching required.
