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Welcome

Review /Approval of Minutes
The March meeting minutes were included for final review.  Cynthia Morley Mower, LATTC, brought up the new LOWDL approval document that is in draft form from the minutes. She noted that a 6 month lead time requirement from “intent” to submission for approval was not feasible. Everyone agreed that that needed to be changed in the document. Diane and others at LOWDL had expressed that opinion as well.  
Diane also mentioned again that program approval procedures for state approval had changed as of March 1st 2010, and now all applications for approval must be submitted to the state electronically. 
Vice Chancellor’s Report

Vice Chancellor Marvin Martinez provided a memo on grant programs in the health reform bills.  Of those listed on the memo, the district will only begin working on the first four:
· Community College and Career Training Grant Program, $2 billion

· College Access Challenge Grant Program, $750,000,000.

· Investment in Historically Black Colleges and Universities and Minority Serving Institutions, $2.55 billion.

· Veteran’s Resource Officer Grants, funds have not yet specified.

The grants listed on the handout will become available in the next few years.

Marvin reported on the status of selecting a new Chancellor.  The Board will hold meetings and interviews of potential candidates next week and possibly have selected someone by next Board meeting.

Marvin mentioned a meeting regarding LAPD Cadet Program for high school students.  Marvin asked if the colleges’ can develop an on-site “starter” program to assist students in transitioning to colleges.  Will schedule another meeting with colleges and LAPD reps; resources will be discussed.

Renee Martinez East asked about the Summer Youth Program ending August 31.  She requested that Mr. Martinez get a confirmation from the City and County about the funding so that the colleges could prepare for a summer program.
New Programs and Announcements

Cynthia Morley Mower presented her proposal for new courses and certificates for Child Development and Education Degree Program at Trade Tech.  She said that two thirds of the Child Development students transfer. Many go into elementary education.  The colleges need to offer students a pathway to these careers. The new courses would provide the option to transfer to University in Child Development or Early Childhood Education.  Trade would like to bring to next LOWDL meeting in May. 
Jose Luis, Pierce, asked if curriculum would be aligned across the state for Child Development. Renee Martinez, VP of East, said that there was a state wide study of courses and curriculum. Almost everything is in the data base but the units are different. It’s up to the colleges to go through their own process. Each curriculum committee is a little different. East has a strong committee that meets regularly.

Ara, West LA, asked about doing a district wide process for approval for similar programs. She mentioned a “package” of CD certificate programs that could go through LOWDL as a unit. 
Laurie Nalepa, Valley asked about the labor market data Trade was using.  She  mentioned that although the regional consortia was positive about the labor & employment data that was included in applications from other sources, such as the ones District  purchased sources and the COE data, evidently, the  State wants EDD data also. She offered this as a “heads up” to those submitting their new programs, approved by LOWDL, that will be going to the state for final approval. They should make sure that state EDD data is included even if they have data from other sources.
Diane asked the Deans to review the Green Programs Matrix and send back any change or updates to Betina.  Laurie will send additional info to include in the intro section of the document. Laurie had the definition of green/sustainability that was approved by the committee at Valley.
The group said that not everyone received information on the Sustainability Meetings with David Beaulieu.  Diane said she would forward all info from the group to the CTE List serve.
CCCAOE Alternative to No Equivalency Resolution
Lynn Shaw, Vice President of CCCAOE, presented a draft document, “Alternatives to No Equivalency to an AA Degree,” at the last LOWDL meeting to share with Academic Senate.  It was included in the packet for review and comments. The group agreed with the alternative resolution and offered ideas to strengthen it. The inclusion of language to include training in teaching methodology was offered. 
Alex Davis, City College- mentioned that some institutions such as National University offer credentials in teaching methodology.  
Renee Martinez, East recommended that Lynn strengthen the document with specific resolutions and hoped that our Academic Senate supports the alternate resolution and this group’s position.  The group agreed they value the participation of Kathleen Bimber in discussions at this meeting, and also that we should encourage more CTE faculty to attend and participate in the Academic Senate meetings.
2010-2011 Application

Diane reminded the group of the April 14 due date to submit all documents to the District.  She also stressed each response must be program-specific and all 9 required used must be met by the end of the 5-year plan, the end of 2011-2012 fiscal year.

Diane also reported the budget packet is in progress to go to board for approval.  She will notify deans when funds are available to process BTA at college level.
Aves Scholarship Update

We are waiting for the list of names from Trade-Tech. Diane has been in contact with Trade on this. They had March 26th deadline and are on course to deliver the names shortly. All other colleges have submitted their lists.
Perkins Budget Report

SAP Budget report printouts were included in the meeting packets. Diane reminded the 3rd quarter reports are due to district on April 16 and expenditures must be monitored to make sure that funds are expended in time.  Colleges were asked to monitor expenditures carefully this quarter to avoid having to make transfers at the last minute and also to avoid returning any unspent funds to State.
CalWORKs Report

Laureano Flores reported expenditures are on target, with exceptions of unused funds pending transfers.  
He reported that the state had said that the budget allocation for 2010-2011 would be close to the same as the budget for 09-10. 
He mentioned the concerns the DPSS is having with our invoicing process; colleges not charging correct accounts are creating accounting/reporting problems.  Diane and Laureano are meeting with District Accounting and County to discuss problems and possible solutions.  Eventually would like to meet with each college CalWORKs Director, Dean, and Business Staff working with CalWORKs budget.
