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Welcome and Group Introductions

Approval of Minutes
Diane explained process for creating notes and draft minutes. Diane and Betina both take notes, both sets are combined and sent out as draft for group to review and provide feedback. Diane will then send out as final including revisions and feedback. Final minutes will also be posted o website.

Marcia and Leticia suggest indicating in the minutes items that are not agenda item but part of discussion. Drafts should also be sent early, at least one week of date of meeting. All agreed that any new information should be sent in separate email message for clarity and timeliness.

There was a discussion on the dates that were given by MIS to submit the survey forms.  Some colleges said that they need to be able to count students registered on June 29th for that summer session as part of the 08-09 year for Perkins counting.  MIS had said that summer school is always counted as the first semester of the next fiscal year. 
Marvin-MIS should not be making cut-off date decisions, it affects funding.

Bobbi meeting with MIS next week, will follow up.

Diane will contact Dwayne after CTED meeting minutes approved.

Vice Chancellor Report-Marvin Martinez, Vice Chancellor; Chito Cajayon, DEAN EWD
Budget committee proposal- make cuts internally, without furloughs, without lay offs, or canceling winter 2010 intersession, totaling $4.3 million in budget cuts. State budget still $24 billion to $26 billion deficit.  The Proposal will go to Board when the state budget is in place; to be coordinated with condition of state budget.  Categorical budget cuts will be done internally. College presidents will make cuts at the college level.
Ron Selge at the Chancellor’s office said that budget cuts are not finalized until the state budget is finalized.  They are not taking position on what cuts to make.

Federal stimulus dollars- 10% of monies have been released, another package may be released after majority of these funds have been spent.

ARRA Grants:

1. Pathways out of poverty grant. LACCD will be taking the lead.

2. Energy grant LACCD will write grant, the WIB will lead but work with LACCD colleges. The City will designate the colleges as mandatory partners.  Marvin will be meeting with WIB grant writing team on Tuesday.

3. National grant with SEIU on Green Retrofitting -Teresa Sanchez, Sr. Attorney at SEIU will be taking lead.
There will be more information on the Green sector grants at the July 17th Sustainability group meeting 
The City of LA has its own ARRA funds and will release RFPs at end of July- Green sector-bridge training -$43.5 million of ARRA funds. $23 million funds remaining in summer youth program.  $4 vocational programs (C.A.A.)

Marvin met with County Supervisor 2nd District, Mark Ridley Thomas with Dr. Barrera and President Daniels of LASC. He reported that from the meeting it was clear that the County wanted to be more involved in working with colleges. The Supervisor will provide his plan and DO will provide feedback.

$40 million Marvin will provide info to colleges.  The County ARRA money is all dedicated to the worksource centers, so it is ore challenging for the colleges to participate. Marvin said that we have to develop a comprehensive plan to give the County.  He noted that service could be provided Inside L.A. County as well as those living outside of L.A.
Marvin also met with Director Browning of DPSS regarding the funds for Mental Health.  A number of RFPs and RFQs are being released.  There is a requirement that agencies be part of the Master Agreement List. Marvin advised to check the website on the handout provided for more information on this Master Agreement List. The funds will be from Prop 63 funds- mental health. There is a requirement for colleges to establish on site services. The funding would provide center and services to students.

Bobby McNeel added that Dr. Deborah Tull, Dir of DSPS at LAHC, had provided her proposal to this group earlier in the last year, and that she was very familiar with what was needed.  Marvin and all agreed that she should be invited back to talk more about her plan.
Should the proposals be submitted as District or by colleges? 

Marvin mentioned the HUD proposal of $600,000- for Hispanic serving institutions.

Chito spoke about State wide department of energy national train-the-trainer on solar installation. $3.4 million, asked group to provide support for project by writing letters, he will provide template by next week possibly.


He discussed the plans for the new $937,000 Green Colleges grant he had just received. 


He also spoke about the Department of Energy grants and national solar. 

New Programs and Announcements

There were no new programs to discuss at this time.

Leticia asked if prior announcements reflected in minutes need to be repeated.  She reminded the group about the Lineman electrical program, it’s in the final stages of development as an AS degree program.

Valley stated the solar energy class approved, using CTE innovation funds to develop degree program.

A side note:
Ardena spoke with Ron Selge at the State.
Funds to date are ok. We are responsible for grant allocation and requirements. 

Future funds are in question but for now, move forward with grant plans. Marvin will ask for something in writing.-CTE Collaborative Grants.

Leticia mentioned this program was on CFO (J. Gordon) list of programs to be cut.

Assignments are pending, Community Services Specialist.
Diane will ask Ron to clarify grant names.

Green Technology Matrix
Need new numbers of green programs by fall. Chito is also working on report.

Bobbi-check ECD list for count. ECD Info is taken directly off of DEC.

Diane provided definition of green tech on intro to Matrix. We will post on website today send any changes or revisions to Betina periodically.  Betina to send link to group.

Diane asked for feedback on intro section and definition provided.

Valley will send Diane their criteria for classifying a program as “green”. Description needs to be more specific. Laurie will gather more information and send to Diane by next week.
East suggests revising the form making it a more student-friendly version to post on college sites. Each college to modify as needed.

Bobbi will send ECD link, list all and new programs. Valley reminded group last meeting she requested a grid showing programs and classes available. Would like to meet with Diane and discuss.

Chito will also post our Matrix on the LA Dean’s site. Diane mentioned calls from La Opinion. They would like this info to be available to community.

Leticia agrees with Laura E. and Laura M. that we need a marketing tool geared for students. Trade has website, but Valley suggest having a central place to look for info.

Debbie Swarens add that an icon indicating “green” with link to program info would be helpful.
We should check with sustainability committee and others to verify on “green” criteria.

Perkins Budget for 2009-2010
Diane reminded the group to move new Perkins IC funds from holding accounts.  Packet includes 08-09 end of year budget and 09-10 new budgets.  Diane also mentioned the 09-10 Perkins Application has been substantially approved by the State.
Year end budget will be evened out by Mee Lane, Accounting, all expenditures must occur by June 30. We have 90 days to move funds as needed to cover any and all expenditures.

Keep Perkins plan in mind when moving funds in SAP. GLs must match line item on plan. Diane is planning on holding workshop on expenditures do’s and don’ts; nuts and bolts, tentatively planned for the next regular meeting, August 13th.

Vivian, Trade, asked Diane a question on open commitments pending at the end of fiscal year- purchases and salaries, any services completed by June 30th will be paid.
Trade had specific DO-PR question and salary question. Check with Mee Lane or Florina.

Jose Luis suggests including Mee Lane at the Workshop. Group can provide target questions for her to prepare responses for.
