Leticia asked about process for requesting exception during a hiring freeze.  Requests are made to Dr. Barrera’s Office.

Handout on Energy Block Grant involves retrofitting homes, $37 million to create green job training and certification, coordination with County WIB and City LA WIB.
Create committee/taskforce to discuss grants (Marvin, Trade, East, Valley, Harbor, City)

Grant calls for a Community Services Center, a place where residents can go for information.

Harbor-can we partner with non profit organizations? Yes, if they can also help develop program.

Perkins IV for Tech Prep and 1C

Lucia Robles and Robin Harrington, State Chancellor’s Office

Provided handout on guidelines, definitions, and expenditures for Tech Prep.
Must follow three criteria for allowable expenditures:

1. necessary and reasonable for program

2. must be allocable to program

3. not a general expense (not supplanting)

If something was not in the workplan/budget it cannot be allowed without prior notice and approval; also cannot take out activities already in workplan.  Contact State Monitor prior to any major workplan/budget changes for approval.

Tech Prep has eight program components, listed on handout.  List of allowable, not allowable, and exceptions to expenditures with OMB circular explanations.
Valley, workbased explanation is kind of broad; Robin explained definition as provided in handout.

Pre-approval before June 30 (end of fiscal year) request changes to budget before end of each quarter for zeroing line items, major workplan changes.

Leticia, OMB 21, amount of cost for equipment; follow accounting manual, districts’ decide on amount.  Robin will review guidelines and provide feedback.

Leticia also asked for clarification on obligation dates and time certifications.  The obligation date is date when funds are encumbered.  And Time certifications are the date when service is completed.
Valley asked about Prof Expert positions.  Cannot funds this position because its considered direct service to students.
Marcia, Director presenting at fairs and seminars are OK, but not paying for fees just as attendee.
West, DSPS allowable, no direct services to students.  Using 4% of admin and as across Programs is OK.

There was a question on out-of-state.  Robin responded that travel is ok as long as there is program improvement.  Out-of-state travel required prior approval, expenses need to be reasonable.  Out-of-Country must be exceptional, stricter requirements.  All travel requires College and District Administration approval before State approval.
Required vs. Permissive uses, All 9 required activities must be completed before 20 permissive uses can be funded.  All 9 requirements must be met by end of 5-year plan.

Advisory memo-Perkins IV funds are not included in State budget cuts-categorical, flexibility provisions.  SB70 also not included in categorical cuts.

Memo includes section on Basic Skills-remedial courses- are not allowed.  Tutoring within specific CTE course work is allowed.

Valley, District coordination for reporting? Its district’s decision.
