Meeting Minutes

October 7, 2004

The meeting convened after the Regional meeting. 

New Programs- Dr. Bradley Vaden of Trade had reviewed the proposal and met with program representatives of Mt. SAC regarding their proposed Chemical Lab Tech program.

Trade’s concerns were destructive competition and the fact that the curriculum was not sufficiently vocational and lacked quantitative and instrumental analysis. We will learn more about the outcome at the next meeting.

Joyce mentioned that City’s newly approved international trade program is struggling with low enrollment, and Nancy had similar concerns for the business programs at Harbor. 

Aves Scholarships- Diane discussed what the district office needed to give to the Foundation:  the student name, address, social security number (or student ID number), and phone number, in a list, as well as the applications. Student info is being sent to the Foundation as received from colleges to minimize delay.  West asked for the District research dept. to provide a list of students eligible for financial aid. Diane had asked about that, and would follow up to see if that is possible. Some of the colleges asked their financial aid offices to give them the information. West does not have a research person at the moment.

VTEA Quarterly Report- Diane asked for each college to provide some selected activities or highlights of VTEA funded vocational programs for the first quarter- July 1 to Sept. 30.  The information can be from only a few of the programs, and does not need to be something from each funded top code. Deans were asked to send by email to Diane by Oct 15.

The Department of Labor Forum on Hospitality was discussed briefly. Diane had attended the Hospitality Solutions forum in Los Vegas, and the handouts were in the packets.  Some of the deans attended the workshop presentation on the Presidents’ High Growth Job Training Initiative. The Employment and Training Administration will be sending summaries of the forums and information about funding opportunities, as was indicated in the conference materials.

Marketing tool/program matrix for colleges- a committee will meet at East (Renee, Sharon, Alma, Cynthia and Diane) to discuss the project with Sharon Tate. The colleges agreed to ask Sharon if she could coordinate the project, and will share the expenditure with the District VTEA for her compensation and the cost of production. 

VTEA Surveys- There was a brief discussion on the surveys. Colleges need 1) forms and labels mailed way in advance of the surveys themselves, 2) Surveys need to be sent earlier.  Ideally they should arrive in time for the day when the students are officially counted. (Betina explained that sometimes the blank surveys actually take longer because they have to reset the file- she will explain at the next meeting)

Awards Ceremony planning update- the date is still April 21.  The place is under consideration. Diane asked about bringing the venue question to the Cabinet meeting, but was advised to pursue a solution in a more informal way. Cynthia will ask her Vice President about the availability of Trade.  District WFD needs to make sure that all invoices are paid in a timely fashion. The Culinary dept. had to wait a long time for the final invoices to be paid.  Diane will find out why, so that this year’s operations will be smoother. 

Workers Comp for student interns- Carole Delgado asked for information on who pays workers comp for students interning at worksites. The partial answer from the group was that if the internship is paid by the industry, they also pay the workers comp. If not, college or district pays.  This is still unclear and many details need defining. The deans asked if someone from District legal dept. could attend our next meeting to shed some light on this subject.

Lisa handed out college Advancement Information on developing projects and earmarks. The handout included updates, with details on which projects will be discussed at each upcoming college advancement meeting. 

Congratulations were in order for the colleges who were approved for economic development grants by the Chancellor’s Office. 

Kudos went to Carole Delgado and the team from Pierce for their presentation on the Service Auto Tech partnership with Nissan at the conference.
