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Welcome and Introductions

Marvin Martinez introduced Chito Cajayon, Dean of Economic and Workforce Development at the District Office. 

Approval of Minutes
Minutes of the September meeting were reviewed and approved.

Vice Chancellor’s Report

Vice Chancellor Marvin Martinez mentioned the Workforce and Economic Development sub committee formed by the LACCD Board of Trustees with Sylvia Scott Hayes and Angela Reddick. The committee will meet on the 22nd. 

Marvin will introduce a Strategic Plan for Econ & Workforce Development. The plan will look at each college and at industry sectors, retraining and other needs. 

Marvin also described the upcoming grant and funding opportunities. The new Department of Labor grants will center on the community colleges who will be fiscal agents. Partners will include WIB, and other community groups and business and industry.

CalGRIP grants will provide funding for gang prevention and reduction. These grants are part of the Governor’s 15% set aside. Marvin asked the colleges to let him know if they had planned on submitting any of these grants.

Employment Training Panel contracts: Marvin and Marcy Drummond, Vice President at LATTC, had met with the ETP directors in Sacramento. The ETP is interested in working with the LACCD on a fairly large scale-approximately $3.5 million in training funds. The district will develop a plan to assist in the administration of ETP programs so that the burden of the paperwork does not fall on the colleges. ETP is a performance based contract. El Camino and College of the Canyons are applying. It was emphasized that colleges can leverage the funds with the help of other funding sources.  The training would be short term not for credit contract education mode of delivery. There would be 22 months to expend the funds.

December 13th from 8 am to 1pm at the Convention Center- 2008 Environmental Youth Conference for an eco friendly society: Get Your Green On. Colleges will set up their tables. 

The Bond Measure J was also discussed. There was a request for a flyer for the Bond. Elmer said that if Prop J passes no building should be built that are not specifically set up for green CTE programs. The bond measure must serve CTE and green tech. Others agreed that the contractors must follow through so that the initial purpose of areas of construction is realized. It was agreed that we should invite Larry Eisenberg to the next meeting so we can hear more about green construction in the district. 

Elmer also asked what the bond measure would do for people in CTE. Marvin said that we need to engage this issue.

Hiring of CTE faculty was discussed and the Joint Hires Committee at East was mentioned. This group is made up of CTE and General studies faculty in a 50-50 ratio along with a union representative. Elmer noted that colleges are not structured for CTE faculty hires.

Report on Green CA CCs Summit

Lisa Lewenberg, COE Director, reported on her presentation at the Green Colleges Summit in Pasadena last week. Many of the committee members had also attended the conference. Lisa gave a presentation with Marcela Oliva, of LATTC. Lisa and Marcela are on the District Sustainability Committee chaired by David Beaulieu, District Academic Senate President. The presentation covered some of the new web tools that Marcela and Lisa are developing to disseminate information in sustainable areas. The presentation was very interesting to all, and Lisa said that she would send more information to the group on web tools to follow up on the presentation. 

Sustainability Summit

David Beaulieu, Academic Senate President, and Dee Patel reported -

The Summit was summarized in the Academic Senate publication just sent around. He also mentioned the District wide Sustainability Group which now has a mailing list of 60 people. The next meeting is on Friday October 24th. At 9am. David mentioned the people who regularly attend including Dee Patel and Lynn Winter Gross.

Marvin encouraged more CTE deans to attend. Diane has been attending, and will continue. She can be more helpful to the group if she can bring the latest sustainability/green programs and activities from the colleges and she will take back information from the meetings to the CTED.

There are many things going on at the colleges that are not general knowledge, and we need a way to bring all these efforts to light. The Deans agreed that sustainability needs to be infused throughout curricula. New programs need to be started also, but there is a lot that can be done with existing programs. David described the new course at East- Environmental Studies which is a 99 class. It is sort of a sustainability 101 course. The next course would be Environmental Science. David and Dee also described the Sustainable Works program which started at SMC and is now at Valley. This is a student to student education to bridge the gap between CTE and academic students and provides incentive for students to take courses. David would like the program to g to other colleges also. East, Trade, City and Pierce are interested. 

David also described the power of David Freeman’s presence and speech at the Sustainability Summit. David B. and Marvin discussed ways to bring together CTE and Sustainability. Because the sustainability efforts span CTE and Academic courses and curriculum, it fits well with the requirements and spirit of Perkins IV. Sustainability is not just for architecture or geography. Gayle suggested modularizing courses with sustainability components. Laurie mentioned the presentation that Marcy Drummond had made at the Green Colleges Summit where she presented the matrix or grid that showed CTE faculty and programs and sustainability projects and courses at Trade. She said it was a great tool, and would like to be able to show her faculty. She asked David if there was a curriculum subgroup of the sustainability group. Elmer asked if the model was based on AA AS degrees or Certificates. Infusion was mentioned by all as an important means to sustainability throughout curriculum. It does not require huge amounts of money to modify curriculum. Jose Luis suggested bringing in experts to generate more discussion. David mentioned the importance of leadership in moving sustainability forward and noted the progress made by some colleges in this area. He expressed hope that budget problems do not slow down the progress. Jose Luis: “We need to do things differently and do different things. It doesn’t necessarily require a lot of money to bring new knowledge into the curriculum.” David agreed and added that leadership was very important, and that we need a change of attitude.

New Programs and the CTED Committee

The role of the CTED Committee with respect to new programs was discussed. Marvin described the options. Whether the committee wanted to be a policy making body to which new programs would have to come for voted approval before going to LOWDL, or an information disseminating committee that would discuss and assist new programs to prepare for LOWDL. Group members gave their ideas on the committee and what was important for them and their colleges. Several mentioned the importance of getting information about the Perkins programs, Perkins regulations, audits, budgets, scholarships, etc. It was decided that a subcommittee would meet to develop a statement of the mission, and purpose for the CTED committee. Marvin stressed that this committee should be inclusive of all workforce and economic development topics in the district

The audit was discussed. The supplement not supplant methodology provided by the district was accepted, and the auditors made 30 selections from the colleges to test. Colleges were asked to provide the job duties of the personnel selected by the auditors, and send to Mee Lane Kyon at the District Office.

The District is receiving $585,000 with each College to receive $65,000 to distribute awards in $1,000 and $1,500.  The list of recipients need to be delivered to District no later than December 5 in order to meet Foundation due date of December 18.
