Introductions around the table.
Approval of Minutes
Minutes of the October meeting were reviewed and approved.  There was no meeting in November.
Vice Chancellor’s Report

Marvin Martinez, Vice Chancellor; David Beaulieu, District Academic Senate; Chito Cajayon, Dean Economic & Workforce Development
UCLA Edison school forecast- sector Healthcare and education still growing, economy bleak until 2011 at least.

Budget cuts possible midyear, Workforce Development possibly cut. Marvin having discussions with Jose Millan at state.  Less Grant availabilities, etc.

L.A. should begin contacting local legislators. Need to see large amounts of letters. Need to develop political campaign (January Meeting).

DBC- District Budget Committee

Proposal to contend with cuts- responses. Propose to hive lobbying group to represent at Washington DC. Need to find ways to obtain funds. Will present to Board at January 14th meeting. Hope firm will advocate stimulus package. If approved, individual college meetings to determine needs.

David, Academic Senate, planning to attend more CTED meetings. Working on holding Discipline Advisory Meeting District wide, each college should have at least one person attending. Participant list will be sent to Deans as well as Department Chairs. Spoke about equity between programs CTE and Academic and across colleges.

Need to carefully prioritize.

Marvin suggests dedicating next meeting solely to this topic, program and budget cuts. A form letter will be available for Deans to use and send to legislators. Hard copy letters will only be accepted before January 2009.

Is another meeting necessary next week? December 19th after LODWL. 10:00 a.m., here video conference a possibility.

Chito, one stop centers on campuses offering core services. Creating foot traffic to campus and increase enrollment. By referral system.

New Programs and Announcements
City- Associate Teacher Certificate (12-18 units) conversion from skill certificate.

East- InsuranceProgram info sent by email and received two responses. Going to LOWDL next week. LMI-shows great need for jobs.

Harbor- Culinary Arts began as non credit program, now is 36-unit Degree. Going to LOWDL in January for approval and making announcement at December 18th meeting.

Trade- Surgical Technician under Allied Health (nursing) notice of intent.

Closing VN, not enough need for jobs and low enrollment. Will be sending email announcements on CD programs in development.

Trade- Sustainability (solar, wind, water) Programs 15 unit requirements.

LOWDL next week, previously announced intent back in May-June CTED meeting. 

Valley- Developing homeland security, gang prevention, internet crime prevention, property management, escrow management, construction management.

Updating commercial music degree and certificates, and updating certificates in CAOT.

Suggest posting proposed programs on website with contacts “Programs in Development” link from Senate Page.

Green Tech Survey Matrix, reminder to send. East, Pierce, and Valley have already provided info. Diane will resend form, also will post on website under “Best Practices” page.

Presentation of LACCD Perkins 1C Planning for LOWDL
District team and plan- Marvin’s Innovation fund will be included.

CTE Subcommittee Work
Summary of meeting notes available. Review and provide feedback. A follow up meeting will be planned to finalize mission, functions, and members. Maybe change title of group from Deans to Leaders because group members include VPs and Directors, not just Deans.  Info will be posted on Website.

CalWORKs Update

A brief history, back in 2007/08 programs returned money to state- 5% penalty.  In 2008/09 a proposed revision of the allocation formula was not approved by directors.  Audit finding supplement/ supplant. Child Dev Centers need to work with Budget office to process in timely manner to avoid end-of-year confusions.
