New Programs
Valley College presented four new programs at LOWDL: Directing, Post-Production, Producing, and Screenwriting.  Voting on these programs was postponed until the next LOWDL meeting, June 15, to provide the group more time to review all the information provided by Valley College.
Career and Technical Programs at the High Schools

Nicholas Rogers, LAUSD spoke to Deans and Tech Prep Directors about Career and Technical Education (CTE) at the LAUSD High Schools.  Nicolas spoke briefly on the current curriculum and requirements at the high schools.  He said the school district is working on revising and rewriting program curriculum to include CTE, there are some vocational course, but not all industries.  He provided handouts for review which indicate the nine colleges, local high schools and what programs are offered at both.

It was suggested that although Tech Prep programs are individual at each campus, there should be a universal form for articulation agreements between high schools and colleges.  Articulation agreements will be on the agenda for next DAAWD meeting.  Diane requests Deans to bring samples of existing agreements.
VTEA Budget and Program Reporting
SAP printout including summary analysis was distributed to deans. Diane advised Deans to review budget and report any discrepancies (negative charges) and she will contact Budget to get it corrected.
Diane explained to the Deans’ that the funds for 2006-2007 were not yet available, but campuses can begin to process BTAs based on the allocation spreadsheet.  Only salaries are to be processed, no other expenditures are allowed at this time.  Diane will inform the Deans when this year’s funds are available for all expenditures.
The 2005-2006 VTEA Final Report is due to State on Thursday, August 31, 2006.  The due date to submit all required documents to District is Thursday, August 17.  This will give Betina two weeks to compile all the information in one report to submit to State.  Sample forms were included in the packet.  A reminder will be send to Deans when the deadline approaches.  Please contact Betina if you have questions or if you need copies of last year’s final report for reference.
Cynthia has been working with Ken Nakano (LATTC) on the requirements for tagging equipment purchased with VTEA funds.  The State requires tags on equipment valued at $200, the LACCD District requires tags on equipment valued at $250, and the Federal requirement in $500.  It was decided to use the State requirement as it is the lowest value and will fulfill all three requirements’.  This lead to discussion on what is tag-able?   Anything that is purchased under line item (G/L) 640100-equipment and 642300-low value asset is to be tagged.  Diane will locate information on previously used tags for this purpose and what vendor was used.  The District will purchase tags if there is a discount for the larger amount, and distribute to campuses when available. College funds will pay for the tags.  Agreement on the types of items to be tagged is needed
Eureka Software Program
The Eureka software license for the campuses is paid with VTEA funds.  Deans’ mentioned that the software is very useful to the Counseling and Job Placement Centers.  Diane will contact Eureka about the possibility of networking the software and the possibility of a web-based program, including costs?
Aves Scholarship
Diane confirmed the problem with the bounced check, the credit union put the funds in the incorrect account and the scholarship checks were not honored.  Students will be re-issued award checks and will be reimbursed for bank and NSF fees.
The LACCD Foundation requested one student awardee to speak at the annual Foundation Dinner on June 14 at Universal Studios.  Valley has student available.  The student will receive two meal tickets and will be asked to speak for about 5 minutes and will receive some talking points prior to event.
Career Fair at Convention Center
The District had a table/booth reserved to distribute information on college vocational programs.  Diane said most students were interested and knew exactly what they wanted to pursue while others still were undecided.  Another career fair is in the works, no details available at this time
New Grant Opportunities
Diane reminded the group that the Economic and Workforce Development Grants are due to Chancellor on Thursday, June 29.
Other Items
The CalWORKs contract was approved for three years (2006-2009).
