Perkins IV Title 1C

Programs of Study*
As mandated by Section 122 ( c )1(A) of Perkins IV, each local educational agency receiving Perkins funds must provide at least one program of study that incorporates secondary and postsecondary elements; includes coherent and rigorous content aligned with challenging and academic standards and relevant CTE in a coordinated, non-duplicative progression of courses that align secondary education with postsecondary education to adequately prepare students to succeed in postsecondary education; and leads to an industry-recognized credential or certificate at the postsecondary level, or an associate or baccalaureate degree.  In addition, programs of study must also satisfy the organization and operation requirements specified in policies 2, 3and 4. Programs of study developed by districts receiving Section 131 (secondary) funds must include not less than one district funded course.

The bases for programs of study are already in place in most post secondary CTE programs.  Career Pathways, model sequence of courses, and other programs have been built on Tech Prep, career clusters, career pathways and career academies. Programs of Study may lead to industry recognized credential or certificate or an AA/AS degree at the college level. 
In keeping with the requirements of Perkins IV, the programs of study must be identified with current, emerging occupational areas in high growth, high wage high demand occupations. 
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
